Market Day 
Through monthly catalog food sales, this committee raises additional monies for the EEHSP. Volunteers are needed once a month to help with the delivery and distribution of orders. It takes approximately 90 minutes and delivery/distribution usually takes place in the early evening hours (4:30-6:00). Responsible for all food orders & processing.
Membership 
This committee manages EEHSP membership; collecting yearly dues, create member list and distribute school directories to those members.
Mini-Grants 
This committee reviews applications submitted by individual teachers to found special projects, which directly benefit the children.
Performing Arts/Assembly 
Work with faculty to arrange entertaining and educational assemblies throughout the year (musicians, theatre groups, etc.)
Playground 
Make periodic checks of the safety, appearance and condition of the playground equipment; recommend improvements; and (as funds permit) organize on time purchase of recess toys, balls and games for each classroom. 
Publishing Center 
Responsible for collecting and organizing and publishing the student's individual books that they make. Volunteers work with the Reading specialist to oversee manuscript production and assembly of hard cover books authored and illustrated by students in the 3rd grade. An evening reception is held in late spring to honor Erdenheim's Young Authors.
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MISSION STATEMENT

The Enfield Erdenheim Home and School Partnership (EEHSP) is an organization whose purpose is to strengthen, enhance and encourage the educational and social environment of Enfield and Erdenheim Elementary Schools. Its goals are to complement the school curriculum with additional opportunities for parents, teachers and students to learn, socialize, communicate and grow.

The members of the EEHSP are families and staff members who are associated with Enfield and Erdenheim Elementary. The EEHSP sponsors a wide variety of educational and social programs and events. The EEHSP also initiates programs, which will increase educational opportunities for the students.

The achievements of the EEHSP can be measured in the cooperative spirit with which parents and teachers work together to share their care and concern for Enfield and Erdenheim Elementary students. 

Room Parent 
Volunteers are recruited in each classroom to perform a variety of duties: chaperoning school trips, planning and running classroom parties and recruiting volunteers for the Carnival. Room parents are also responsible for putting together a classroom raffle basket for the Carnival. Work hand in hand with your classroom teacher. Get your classroom parents excited and involved in classroom activities and encouraging and inviting parents to get involved with EEHSP events. 
Star of the Week (Enfield only)
This committee is involved with our K-1st children. The committee can consist of one person or many people. This committee disperses the Star of the Week flyers to the teachers weekly. These flyers, when returned, get placed on the bulletin board provided. This is a weekly event that the children look forward to being recognized by their classroom/teacher/school/and principal.  Karen Alston has lunch with the Star of the Week children as a celebration and for them to get to know her as well.

Special Person’s Day (Enfield only)
This is an event for our First Graders.  It allows them to bring a special person to school to participate in classroom activities, have snacks, and then end their day with a special entertainment assembly just for them.  Volunteers are needed to plan the event, set up the entertainment (we often have used a magician), and purchase any supplies that are needed for the day. Other volunteers are needed to help on the day of the event. This day is usually in the spring.
Talent Show (Erdenheim only)
This committee organizes the Erdenheim Talent Show that spotlights the incredibly talented children. Responsible for organizing and running the talent show. Setting up scheduling, etc.
Teacher Appreciation Week
During this week, the HSP hosts two special luncheons for the faculty and staff of both schools.  Volunteers are needed to help plan and organize the lunch. Volunteers are also needed that day to help set up and clean up after the luncheon. 
Dad’s Committee 
Enfield’s Breakfast Buddies (November) and Erdenheim’s Rise and Shine (February) are before school breakfast events for students and a parent or guardian. Responsible for organizing and operating breakfast.
Directory 
Responsible for collecting and organizing the new directory including teacher, name, address, parent's names, e-mail addresses. This committee creates a phone book with every student's name, address, and phone number, the directory also includes numbers for office administration.
Family Fun Night

Volunteers will work together to organize a Movie Night for the K-3rd grades, a Dance Party for the 4-5th grades and maybe another activity during the school year. 
Fifth Grade Activities 
Fifth grade parents publish a Year Book for the fifth graders and plans at least one special activity for the students and their families, (roller skating party, swim party, etc.) Responsible for all activities that circulate around the fifth grade and their last year in elementary school, before moving on to the middle school. 
Fundraising 
Volunteers need to help coordinate how we should fund raise this year. In the past we have had a wrapping paper sale. People on this committee will need to organize the orders, submit them to the outside vendor and assist with the sorting and distribution of purchased items.  

Goblin Gala 
Chaired by the Vice-Presidents, Goblin Gala is a large fund and hair-raising event for all students. Volunteers need to help coordinate and run a Halloween event at both schools. There are two events one for the K—3 and one for the 4-5 grades.

Book Swap
Responsible for organizing and running book swap between the children. This event is a 2 day event at both schools and takes place in June so the children can enter the summer with some new books to read.
Box Tops/Target/eScript 
Also responsible for collecting and organizing BOX TOPS from several General Mills products, Genuardi's registered grocery cards, Target charge card, Subway points card etc.
Bulletin Board 
Bulletin Board in front entrance decorated and designed according to our seasons and activities. Responsible for monthly decorating of the EEHSP Bulletin board.
Carnival
Chaired by the Vice-Presidents, this committee works together to arrange and manage the yearly Carnival held in May. A step-by-step Carnival Made Easy book is provided. Organizing volunteers. Choose rides. Set up and break down.
Color Day (Enfield only) 
Color Day is held in May. All students compete in outdoor activities, such as relay races and egg tosses.  Children wear their school colors and some may even dye their hair blue or silver.  Volunteers can help out by supplying water, freeze pops and cups or they can help that day by working at water stations or getting equipment together. 
Community Service 
This committee helps our children learn the importance of sharing our resources and personal energy to help those who are indifferent circumstances. Halloween candy donation, Valentines for Veterans, Coat Drive, Harvest food drive, Giving Wall at the holidays and Cradles for Crayons are some of the community outreach that the students participate in. 
A.P.P.L.E. (Enfield Elementary only) 
Absent Pupil Phone Line at Enfield.  The Apple phone line acts as an early warning system if your child has not arrived at school.  Parents must call Enfield to report students late or absent.  The Apple volunteer will come to school at approximately 9:30 am and get the Absentee list from the school secretary.  The volunteer then checks the apple answering machine and compares the list to the messages, then Calling any parents that may have forgotten to call the phone line.  It is the HSP’s goal each year to have a volunteer for each school day.  It only takes about 10-20 minutes and volunteers can offer to do this once a week, month, or only once a year. You may bring younger children to school if necessary.  Phone calls to help schedule volunteers can be done at home.
Artist in Residence 
Committee works with the Art Teacher/coordinator to select, and then assist outside Artist in creating special project with students.
Auditing 
Committee we are required to have per our by-laws, 501C3, EEHSP - and our insurance policy. Twice a year, this committee will look over our financial records to make sure that everything is in order. Responsible for running over the Finance Committee's records of spending and purchasing.

Author/Illustrator 
Works with the Librarians form both schools to arrange a school wide children’s book author/illustrator visit/book sale and signing. 
Book Fair 
Responsible for October and March Book Fairs which both run for one week. Committee arranges with book vendor, sets up displays and operates the fair. Managing volunteers the entire time the book fair is running. Closing down, managing money and reordering and filling orders. 
THE VOLUNTEER LADDER

There are several ways to climb the Volunteer Ladder.

1st Rung is the Attendees:
The Attendee gets involved by attending a few meetings or events per year.

2nd Rung is the Volunteers:
The Volunteer will help out with events and committees.

3rd Rung is the Co-Chair:
The Co-Chair will volunteer to organize and run a committee sponsored by the EEHSP.

4th Rung is the Leader:
The Leader is a Volunteer who will become involved with the Executive board of the EEHSP.

Any way you choose to climb the Volunteer Ladder, just remember that every rung on the ladder is important. Each rung is responsible to maintaining an HSP that will benefit our children, school and our community.

FUNDRAISING

The EEHSP raises money for its programming in several different ways. We try to limit the number of fundraisers we have each year and raise only the funds needed to support the programs of that given year. The Executive Board reviews all money raised and a budget is presented and approved at the first EEHSP meeting of the school year. The money raised is used to fund our committees and events throughout the school year. It also helps with the operational costs of the HSP.

Listed our some of the ways that we have raised money in the past:

Annual Spring Carnival, wrapping paper sales, book fairs and our EEHSP membership fund drive.

We also participate in the Box Tops for Education, Target and eScript (Genuardi’s) Community Cash Back Program.  All of these programs just require the families of Enfield and Erdenheim to clip labels and registering Genuardi Club Cards.  After collecting and submitting the required information needed by each group we receive either money in our bank account or the opportunity to redeem credits for items for our school.

Fundraising is crucial in giving back to our children.

EEHSP COMMITTEES

Co-Presidents - Leadership position
Serve for two years, serving as Junior President then moving up to Senior President. Prepares EEHSP budget and meeting agendas; coordinate activities with principal, oversee EEHSP committees.
Co-Vice Presidents - Leadership Position
Vice Presidents will Chair both Goblin Gala and the Spring Carnival. The Vice-Presidents are also expected to step into the Presidents role if one of the Presidents can no longer fulfill their duties.
Co-Treasurers - Leadership Position
Oversees administration of the EEHSP budget, checking and savings accounts. Responsible for keeping all monetary records and putting together the monthly budget. 
Recording Secretary - Leadership Position
Take notes and creates minutes for the monthly meeting. Minutes are to be prepared in a timely fashion and posted via EEHSP website.
Corresponding Secretary - Leadership Position
Prepares and shares EEHSP correspondence (Thank you cards, greetings, condolences, get well, congratulations, we would be honored..., etc.) continued involvement. 
Co-Communication Liaisons – 
Maintains and updates the EEHSP website and creates and distributes all E-blast communications to the EEHSP community.
